Each participant is responsible for making her/his own travel arrangements and hotel reservations, before the
reservation cut off date and within budget limits, as outlined below.

Agenda: The agenda runs from approximately 8:00 am, Monday, Feb. 22 to 12:00 pm. Wednesday, Feb. 24.

Avon anticipates that participants will arrive in San Francisco on Sunday, Feb. 21 and depart on Wednesday, Feb. 24.
Those arriving on Feb. 21 are invited to attend a casual dinner at the hotel that evening. This dinner is optional, and
there is no program planned. Additionally, we have scheduled free time on Monday evening to allow you time to network
with your colleagues and/or explore San Francisco.

Expenses:
